CONNECT

Get this session started by choosing one or both
of the following questions to discuss together as
a group:
¢ What is something that spoke to you in last
week's personal study that you would like
to share with the group?

OR
¢ Think back to the best vacation you've ever
taken. What did you enjoy most about that
experience? What would you change if you
could do it all again?

WATCH

Watch Session 5: God Will Have His Garden (18
minutes).

DISCUSS

Discuss what you just watched by answering the
following questions.
1. The author of Hebrews wrote, “So Christ,
having been offered once to bear the sins
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of many, will appear a second time, not to
deal with sin but to save those who are

eagerly waiting for him"” (Hebrews 9:28
esv). What will be the purpose of the

second coming? Why is Jesus’ return good

news for his faithful followers?
2. Read aloud Revelation 19:11-21. How does
John's depiction of the second coming

match up with your image of it? What is the
same and what is different? What are some

of the primary themes that John

communicates in his vision?

3. What is the significance of Jesus wearing
many crowns and riding on a white horse?

What would first-century readers have
associated with these images?

4. The tribulation will be seven years of
chaos, terror, and persecution. The second

coming will be an instant in which God
destroys those who continue to rebel

against him. What are some of the possible
reasons as to why people will reject Jesus

even to the end?

5. Ask someone to read aloud Revelation

20:1-6. Jesus' millennial kingdom will be
unlike anything that humans have ever

before experienced on this planet. Satan
will finally be out of the picture for a time.

What stands out to you the most in John's
description of this millennial kingdom?

What are you looking forward to most

about those thousand years?

RESPOND

In a previous session, we discussed how the
prophet Daniel received information about end-

times events, including the millennium. In one
instance, while he was interpreting a dream for

King Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon, he offered
this description of Jesus’ millennial kingdom:

“The God of heaven will set up a kingdom that
will never be destroyed, nor will it be left to
another people. It will crush all those kingdoms
and bring them to an end, but it will itself endure
forever. This is the meaning of the vision of the
rock cut out of a mountain, but not by human
hands—a rock that broke the iron, the bronze,
the clay, the silver and the gold to pieces. “The
great God has shown the king what will take
place in the future. The dream is true and its
interpretation is trustworthy.”

Daniel 2:44-45

Read through the full account of
Nebuchadnezzar’s dream and Daniel’s
interpretation of it in verses 29-45. What was
the central message that God wanted to
communicate through this dream? How does
that message apply to people today?

Sometimes, we may understand the “nuts and
bolts"” of biblical prophecy without actually
dealing with the reality in terms of our own lives.
Do that now. If you believe the millennium is
coming, how will that belief shape and impact
your life today?

PRAY

Conclude this session by expressing your trust in
Jesus. Declare your belief that he has control
over all things—even when the world and your
life feel out of control. Affirm that he has the
ultimately authority over Satan and all of his
demonic forces. Praise him for the wonders he
will produce in the future, including his millennial
kingdom. Before you end, write down any
requests from yourself or the group so you and
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your fellow group members can continue to pray
about them in the week ahead.
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
