CONNECT

Get this session started by choosing one or both

of the following questions to discuss together as

a group:

What is something that spoke to you in last

week’s personal study that you would like

to share with the group?

OR

What are some specific kinds of suffering

or persecution that cause an emotional

reaction inside you?

WATCH

DISCUSS

Discuss what you just watched by answering the

following questions.

1. Paul wrote to one group of believers that

husbands are to love their wives “just as

Christ loved the church and gave himself
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up for her” (Ephesians 5:25). What does

the imagery of the church being the “bride

of Christ” reveal about the relationship that

God wants to have with each of us?

2. In John’s vision, he heard the voice of a

multitude shouting, “The wedding of

theLamb has come, and his bride has

made herself ready” (Revelation 19:7). Why

does the Bible describes the entrance of

Christians into Paradise as a wedding?

What is God saying about the type of union

we will have in Paradise?

3. After the rapture, all the influence that

followers of Jesus exerted will suddenly be

removed from the world. Where do you

currently see believers making a positive

influence in society? What do you think the

world will be like once that influence is

removed?

4. Read aloud Revelation 6:1–17. Our culture

typically associates the end of the world

with war, famine, disease, and natural

disasters. Much of that association comes

from the judgments described in this

passage. What do each of the four riders

represent? What emotions do you

experience as you read these verses?

5. Followers of Jesus will be taken into

Paradise before the catastrophic events of

the tribulation happen on earth. So why

should Christians be concerned about the

tribulation? Why does God spell out the

facts of what will happen to people who do

not accept the invitation of Christ?

RESPOND

The tribulation will be a time of chaos and terror,

but it will also be a time of salvation for a huge
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multitude of people. Consider what the apostle

John saw during his vision:

After this I looked, and there before me was a

great multitude that no one could count, from

every nation, tribe, people and language,

standing before the throne and before the Lamb.

They were wearing white robes and were holding

palm branches in their hands. 10 And they cried

out in a loud voice: “Salvation belongs to our

God, who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb.”. .

. Then one of the elders asked me, “These in

white robes—who are they, and where did they

come from?” I answered, “Sir, you know.” And he

said, “These are they who have come out of the

great tribulation; they have washed their robes

and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.

Revelation 7:9–10, 13–14

What can you learn about the “great multitude”

from these verses? What can you learn from

these verses about what life will be like during

the tribulation?

The tribulation will be a last chance for

evangelism in our world—but we have not yet

reached it. What steps can you take this week to

share the gospel with someone who needs to

hear it?

PRAY

Conclude this session by praying about the

reality of suffering and persecution that exists in

our world. Ask that God would give you and your

group members eyes to see ways in which you

can help ease any suffering in your community.

Also pray that God would give you the

opportunity to share the message of Jesus with

those in need of the gospel. Before you end,

write down any requests from yourself or the
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group so you and your fellow group members

can continue to pray about them in the week

ahead.
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
